     First Week program at IICA, Manesar  

 

IICA - Centre of Excellence for Sustainable Development (IICA-CESD) organized its 2nd Indo-UK 

Joint MDP during February 5 -16th 2018, first week was held in IICA and the 2nd week at 

Cambridge, UK. It was 17th MDP of CESD and the 2nd international program of the series being 

jointly done with Global Sustainability Institute, Anglia Ruskin University (ARU-GSI), Cambridge. 

A total of 11 participants from 5 corporates attended the program.

Shri  Chakraborty mentioned that based on the 3 Research Studies 

undertaken in the area of Sustainable Strategies, Sustainable Practices Sustainable, Technologies 

and the present day need, the program has been designed for 12 diverse industry sectors.The 

program has been developed to provide holistic CSR & Sustainability pursuits, pragmatic actions, 

know how, the hands on projects designing & execution. 

 

After the formal introduction of participants, Shri Gyaneshwar Kumar Singh, DG & CEO, IICA and 

Joint Secretary, MCA addressed the participants.  He mentioned that the current business 

scenario is affecting all of us and thus, the business needs is required to take care of 3 Ps (People, 

Planet & Profits).We have now graduated from Millennium Sustainable Goals to the Sustainable 

Development Goals and all the development must be sustainable, besides all activities need to be 

for public good including related actions thereof.  To provide the legislative validity  to CSR,he 

read out the relevant sections of the Companies Act dealing with the duties of Company 

directors. He stated that number of instruments are being currently used including issuance of  

notices by ROCs to the corporates. The need of the hour is to follow principle based approach 

instead of rights based approach. He urged the participants to make best use of the 2 weeks 

program in learning, gathering information and to implement new concepts/learning s in 

respective organisations upon completion of the program.He wished the participants all the very 

best at IICA and at Cambridge, UK.

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Second week Program at Cambridge  

 

The program at Cambridge, UK was conducted by Global Sustainability Institute, Anglia Ruskin 

University at the Madingley Hall, the Centre of Continuing Education of Cambridge University. In 

the inaugural session on Monday (Feb 12th), Professor Aled Jones discussed about the UN SDGs 

and business linkages in business, sustainability trends, issues, relationship with SDGs and 

international perspective of Sustainable Development. He further discussed business and 

finance, sustainability solutions including innovation and managing transition.  

 

On 2nd day (Feb 13th) Dr. Alison Greig and Dr. Julian Priddle took up the session on managing 

complexity, systems approach and the strategic thinking for CSR and sustainability 

implementation.   

 

On 3rd day (Feb 14th) Ms. Penny Walker took sessions on Sustainability leadership and 

conducted 6 exercises :(i)  Things that caused ,things to keep it as it is, things  that made it worse 

or things to make it better, (ii)Stalkholder analysis (HighɀLow influence & HighɀLow impact), 

(iii)System Leadership ɀ detailing about direct impacts, indirect impacts, what our organisation 

is like, the people and other players, the external context and the wider system, (iv) Business 

benefits of sustainability, what constitutes sustainable business and circular resource use, (v)
